o Video imagery integrates book and paper grt out images. Video mimics moving symmetry,
fantasy background- elements of nature, bit abstracf, colour and texture

o Scene where Eliza flies with brothers was one she wanted to create in reality. Had done work
in another piece where the dancers flew on wires, fuained with the Circus bz, used a hamess
that had to be tested as to wether it would fit under a costume and how it would work on
stage.

o Classical dancers need steps has to tell a story
o Challenge to create a ballet with d.ancers on pointe shoes. She found the shoes painfirl and

reflected the pain felt_in t{re story, Elizawent tlrough pain to bring her brothirs back.Shoes
reflect pain changes the shapes that dancers make.
